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Dear Friends of Hogar de Vida (Home of Life) in Costa Rica,

As many of you know a number of years ago, God richly blessed Hogar de Vida with a beautiful seven-acre property on the outskirts of the small town of Atenas.  The big, open area provides abundant space for our thirty some children to run and play.  In an effort to secure the property we planted a “living” fence of cane and trees around the property, intertwined with barbed wire -  a very typical Costa Rican fence. This fence has served us well in providing what we felt was a safe and secure place for the children.  The “living” fence has always protected our children from wandering away and getting lost or hurt.

Recently we were abruptly made aware that more protection is needed.  A number of weeks ago, in the early morning hours, one or more thieves cut through the barbed wire, hacked down the tree line and broke into our property.  They unmercifully poisoned Tim's loyal German shepherd and, without a hint of obstacle, stole up to the side of our home and rode off with the Honda ATV.  Over the next few days we discovered poison had been scattered around the property with the result that five additional animals became victims of these heartless thieves.  

Although we are saddened by the deaths of the animals and the loss of the ATV, we are eternally gratefully that none of the children or staff were hurt, or worse.  We are taking this hideous act of assault against Hogar de Vida as a confirmation that now is the time to install a more sophisticated security wall and surveillance system around the property. Our plan is to install an eight-foot high, prefab cement wall across the front width of our property.  The remaining three sides of our property will be protected with a 6½-foot high wall of the same design.  The wall will enclose approximately four acres of our property.  We also plan to strategically position surveillance cameras and motion detectors throughout the property.  Our present main entrance gate will be upgraded to a commercial strength electric opener.  We have also purchased two new guard dogs and we have hired a night guardsman.  

We realize the price of this project (over $55,000) is great, but more important than the price of the project is the safety of our children.  We believe, as God does, that they are priceless.  Each 6-½ foot (two meters) section of wall costs approximately $220.  In addition to initial construction costs will be the installation of electronic security devices and  salary for night watchmen.  Please join with us in the completion of this most pressing project to enhance the security and safety of Hogar de Vida and our children.  Trusting in your on-going, faithful support of the ministry of Hogar de Vida, we will begin constructing the front section of the wall as soon as materials and laborers can be secured.
