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Dear Friends of Hogar de Vida in Costa Rica,

As you remember, late last year we were abruptly made aware that more protection is needed to secure our property.  One December morning, in the early morning hours, one or more thieves cut through the barbed wire fence, hacked down the tree line and broke into our property.  They unmercifully poisoned Tim's loyal German shepherd and without a hint of obstacle, stole up to the side of our home and rode off with the Honda ATV.  Over the next few days we discovered poison had been scattered around the 
property when we sadly found five more animals poisoned on the property, victims of the heartless thieves.  

We took this act of assault against Hogar de Vida as a confirmation that now is the time to install a more sophisticated security and surveillance system around the property.  We presented this important, urgent need to all of you and in response you generously opened your hearts and wallets and have to date given $18,662.00.   That is almost a third of the way to our projected goal.  A special thanks to the students of a public school in Minneapolis who insisted on helping us and worked with our friends Scott and Kara Wickland to raise over $3,500.00!  

We have not been idle since we first communicated to you this need.  With your donations we have put into place some significant security measures.  We have:
· hired a full time night guard.

· invested in two guard dogs and built a secure day time pen for them. 

· installed eight motion detecting lights with plans to install additional lights.

· mounted four surveillance cameras on the property.

An incredible blessing we had not originally planned, but God saw fit to provide, is the expertise and skill of Grant Dorman, faith missionary/surveyor/property manager.  Grant will be on board with Hogar de Vida at the beginning of December and plans to oversee the installation of the wall and further security measures.  That’s when we will finally be able to break ground. 

To date you have donated enough funds to secure the 310 foot section of eight foot high wall across the entire front of our property and very possibly another 150 foot side section. We will keep you informed as we proceed forward.
